New Business:

The city is going to cut down the old oak tree by the cook shack and put up a couple of dusk to dawn lights on poles. The city also needs to know where and how many poles we need for the run ins for the chutes. Jerry Bryant will talk to Joe about the loud noise the electric box makes when the lights are on. Jerry also confirmed that it is understood that the club retains storage rights to the old cool shack and will mention to Parks workers that someone is turning off breakers, lights, etc., in the club’s cook shack.
