Old Business:  Tyler advised the chutes will be here the 19th of April. Reminder that we will need baked items for all.  The water has been turned on. Jerry was advised we would like the hydrant in the middle rather than on the end of the arena.  It was suggested we get a lock box for the thermostat due to the 2 high heating bills this year.  Butch reported on the concessions meeting, we may not have fountain pop, the fair can make more money selling the bottles of pop. Butch reported the next concessions meeting there will be a vote on which type of pop we will have.  We need to get the ice maker turned on and start making ice and bagging it.  It was reported that the brick layer will work on the sign the first weekend it doesn’t rain.  Food for the upcoming shows will be bought from Sam’s, Ed’s meats, Aldi’s and Walmart.
New Business:  Fundraising committee reported they would like to order glow necklaces and cooler cups for the upcoming shows to see how they go over. Anything that would not sell can be used for giveaways.  Peggy Bryant suggested T-shirts.
