Sullivan Saddle Club Minutes

Meeting called to order at 7:05 pm by Tyler Simpson

Secretary Report read by Vee Simpson.  Motion made by Mike Onder to accept the minutes as read and seconded by Lyle Kwast.

Treasurer Report read by Kelly Onder. Beginning balance of $4,153.60. Total deposits of $16,254.86.  Total disbursements of  $11,050.24, Ending balance of $9,358.22.

There will be a report on the fair expenses and profits at the next meeting because we are still waiting for bills from Pepsi, and ice companies.  Motion to accept treasurer report by Vee Simpson and seconded by Mike Onder.

Board Report read by Mary Loomis. The board approved the purchase of 2 replacement speakers and permanent amp jacks. Mary will request TRE replace and install speakers.  Tyler will supply tractor for July show. The Board approved the final $2,000 payment for the chutes, and a work day will be set up for permanent placement and painting of chutes.  Butch will have Barb get a quote on primer for chutes.  

2006 & 2007 building costs with 4 H reviewed.  Kelly will create & submit figures to board and submit to 4H.  

The board approved expenses for Tyler to get candy from Nestle.  Jerry & Peggy Bryant are donating a refrigerator to the club, to replace the one that no longer works.  Mary inventoried the left over building construction items.  Items will be for sale to members.  Suzanne will purchase the refrigerator in the old cookshack. 

Tyler will send out a letter to update members on the first half of the year. 

The Parks Dept will provide bathroom towels if the club install new towel holders. The board approved this.  

Board approved a $25 gift certificate to Stacy Baysdon for providing the sheep for Muttin Bustin.  Board to clarify the age for muttin bustin next year.  

Board reviewed and approved payment of percentage to fair on gross income from fair and a $50 thank you to Jim Morris for use of the bobcat for the rodeo set up.

Board approved the annual banquet and year end budget for the awards banquet. $3700, for hall rental, meals, entertainment and soda bar, $2,000 and $1700 for trophies and awards.  

The September sponsor show was discussed.  Channel 6 will be there to broadcast, Butch will arrange for pulled pork and members are asked to bring side dishes.

Old Business:  Need to look into entertainment for the award banquet, Jim Bartles will not be available.  Myra and Donna will be taking over Mary’s duties at the July show. Mary advised of the other area shows and put up flyers to inform members of other shows.

Whatever It Takes Show—Sign up at 3 and show begins at 4 pm.  Brandon advised he needs help getting sponsors for this show.  It was discussed that the show will get all proceeds but will pay the club for the food at cost.  Motion made by Mike Onder and seconded by Mary Loomis.   There will be an intermission with entertainment.  If you would like a shirt you will need to order it from Brandon.  There will be no extras. The club will not need to supply a tractor.  Sign ups are $6 and $12.  The Whatever it Takes Show working will be non point.  Brandon asked for riders for the military flag ceremony.  Riders are asked to wear white shirts with white or cream colored hats.

Myra advised she will have points at the next show.  

The club was informed that the speakers were blown at the youth show, but Joe Thurman intalled the 2 new ones, but we have 2 others that need to be intalled.  The amplifier is ok, just needed to be hooked up right.  The club has purchased 2 new cordless microphones and they work well.  The club was reminded we still have 2 jackets for sale, extra large at $45 each, more can be ordered.  

It was discussed that the chutes be kept at Tyler’s house until they are going to be permanently set.  

The sign needs to be completed.  

New Business:  It was suggested by Brandon that the club purchase a permanent box for the amplifier.  Tyler will check on the price and report back to the club.  The club requested from members more cd’s to play music at the shows, also during the speed classes.
