There will be a work day March 15th  at 9 am and 16th at 1 pm.  We will be working at moving the cabinets from the old cook shack to the new and mounting them. We will also need rakes and cleaning tools and paint tools.

Mary would like to order ribbons for the first 2 shows, Winning Ways has raised their prices for ribbons and Hodges is more competitive so the ribbons will be ordered through Hodges.  We will be using the 1949 logo, 45 cents a piece. Motion made by Vee Simpson to order through Hodges, seconded by Joan Bylo.
Fundraising to be proposed at a later date.

Brandon checking on the price of outdoor speaker wire and we may need 2 more speakers, one by compost and one by 4H.

Guest speaker Allison from Back Country Horseman introduced and talked to the club about some of the bills they are trying to get passed and trail riding.
