Meeting called to order at 7:10PM by Mike Onder.

July Secretary Report read by Mary Loomis.  Motion made by Tracy Bone to accept the minutes as read and seconded by Roy Enke.

July Treasurer Report read by Kelly Onder.  Beginning balance:  $9,358.22.  Ending balance:  $6,722.60.  Net profit from the Fair:  $3,340.42.  Motion to accept Treasurer Report as read by Roy Enke and seconded by Tracy Bone.  

7/14 Special Board Meeting Minutes read by Mary Loomis.  The Board scheduled an August meeting with the 4H to go over building expenses.  Discussions were held on upcoming Club expenses, worker meal tickets, judges and adding “no running signs” in the gate areas.  Motion to accept Minutes as read by Kelly Onder and seconded by Myra Modglin.

8/4 Board Meeting Minutes read by Mary Loomis.  Kelly submitted the June, 2008 electric bill to the Fair Board and it was suggested the Club serve tea, lemonade and water only at the 2009 Fair.  Mary will take the old amp to Radio Shack for repair, Kelly will book Marcella’s Laborers Karaoke/DJ for the banquet, the 4H building meeting will be 8/11, Points are posted on the website and Tyler will groom the arena for the Foxtrotter show.  The September show and sponsor dinner:  Mary ordered ribbons and mailed the sponsor invitations, Butch will order the pork and Club members will be asked to bring dishes to pass, and a stage area for Channel 6 will be set up at the end of the arena.  Tyler reported on primer for the chutes, Mike suggested, and the Board approved, unplugging the ice maker between shows to save on electric due to the ice maker shutting down after the last show because of the building heat.  Mary suggested a show and roping clinic for Safe and Sullivan Club members.  Mike will caulk the leaks in the showers.  Election nominations are due to Tyler no later than 8/31/08.
