The club will be supplying drinks for the meal.  Jane and Joan have worked on setting the tables up for the meal.  Everything will be set up as buffet style.  Joan and Jane have bandana type table cloths and have made some nice table decorations.  Mary has patriotic bandanas for the flag presentation.  All help will be accepted for this show.  Cars will be parked across the way to allow more room for trailers.  Sundowner will have a trailer on grounds.  Cindy and Mark have donated older tropies for the fun show.  There will be no pay on the costume contest this year.

Old business:  The club discussed buying the primer for the bucking chutes.  The club will need to get with Barb on getting the primer. The people who are going to do this will need to have blood born vaccines.  Certification classes are usually done by Red Cross.  There will be a sign up sheet for those interested.
